STUDENT WELFARE AND CYBERBULLYING

relating to internet and phone safety. The captains delivered a very 
powerful message that cyberbullying would not be tolerated at 
Belmont High School.

EUROPE TRIP 2010 
The school is once again offering students from years 8-11 
(2010) the chance to partake in a trip of a lifetime next Septem-
ber 2010. 
 
I have programs/itineraries for 2 possibilities, although changes 
may occur due to unavailability of the flights, accommodation, 
etc. Basically though, the program would be very similar to the 
one quoted, whichever is chosen. Copies of the two proposals 
are available from the office. 
 
Cost would vary slightly and is also dependent on the exchange 
rate at the time. Price would be between $4,100ð$4,500 ap-
proximately, all inclusive, ie. return flights, airport taxes, accom-
modation, travel within the three countries, CRT costs, food, 
entry fees.  It does not include spending money and snacks. 
 
Any student interested can pay a $250 deposit to the Burser as 
soon as possible. I require a minimum of 5 students and up to 
11 students to make this trip a reality. At the time of printing, we 
would like 3 more students to make this trip as affordable as 
possible.

2009 SUN PROTECTION ALERT  

SunSmart has issued a message that with higher UV levels from 
September onwards it is important to use a combination of sun-
protection measures to minimise the risk of skin and eye 
damage, and skin cancer. 
When outdoors, staff and students should wear appropriate 
clothing that covers as much skin as possible; a wide-brimmed 
hat to protect the head, face, neck and ears; apply SPF 30+ 
broad spectrum sunscreen; and use shade whenever possible. 
If practical, wrap-around sunglasses (marked AS1067) should 
also be worn. 
Check the SunSmart UV Alert in the weather section of the daily 
newspaper or visit www.sunsmart.com.au/ and click on óTodayôs 
UV levelsô to find out when UV levels will be ó3ô and above, and 
the times of day that sun protection is needed. 
Particular care should be taken between 10am ï 2pm (11am ï 
3pm daylight saving time) as this is when UV levels are most 
intense during the day. 
When UV levels are higher, most people should be able to 
maintain their vitamin D levels with a few minutes of sun 
exposure before 10am or after 3pm on most days of the week. 
Students with naturally very dark skin need 3ï6 times this 
exposure level. It may not be necessary for them to apply 
sunscreen; however, this is a decision for parents to make.
